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Paul Hayes: 
Drawing from Another Dimension

The San Francisco Arts Commission Gallery is pleased to present Drawing from Another Dimension, by Bay Area artist Paul Hayes in our Grove Street window installation site. A raw storefront located in the heart of the Civic Center, the Grove Street window installation site is a space that since 1995 has provided artists with the opportunity to create experimental and site-specific works. 

For Drawing from Another Dimension, Hayes continues to develop a concept that he has been exploring for the past few years—representing the qualities inherent to drawing in three dimensional space through line, form and mass. The result is reminiscent of a cluster of molecules, a flock of birds or any aggregation that is made up of small seemingly identical parts. The site-specific installation for Grove Street will consist of a vast cascade of crumpled and folded pieces of paper suspended on strands of wire that extend beyond the project space and into the rear of the building. 
In his artist’s statement Hayes says, "I'd like to give people a completely new experience of the existing architecture. As inspiration for a piece I can begin with a certain experience of the natural world (for example, what it feels like to sit beneath a tree and see the way sunlight filters through) and design it further or use an aspect of it to make something I've never seen before." 

Despite using simple typing paper the work embodies natural beauty through sequence and form. While the material represents the omnipresent bureaucracy of our modern world, the way it is used suggests an alternative to it. 

Paul Hayes received a BFA in Illustration from Rhode Island School of Design (RISD), and has been living in San Francisco since 2001. Recent examples of Hayes' works have been shown at the Exploratorium, Alcatraz, Red Ink Studios, Johansson Projects, as well as private commissions for collectors. His art has been reviewed in the SF Bay Guardian and the East Bay Express and he was recently featured as one of five young artists to watch by San Francisco Magazine.

The Window Installation Site at 155 Grove Street is a project of the San Francisco Arts Commission Gallery. This program provides artists with the opportunity to create site-specific installations in our raw storefront located in the heart of the Civic Center. (This was already stated at the top.) Work exhibited is visible via the windows to the public 24 hours a day and captures the attention of City Hall (Civic Center??) workers, local business people, concert-goers, library patrons, and thousands of tourists.
Located in the heart of San Francisco’s Civic Center, the San Francisco Arts Commission Gallery makes contemporary art accessible to broad audiences through curated exhibitions that reflect our regional diversity and position Bay Area visual art within an international contemporary art landscape.
