ART IN STOREFRONTS PROPERTY OWNER AGREEMENT 

Description of Art in Storefronts Program

Art in Storefronts, a pilot program that will temporarily place original art installations by San Francisco artists in vacant storefront windows located along commercial corridors in Chinatown. Funded by the Office of Economic and Workforce Development (OEWD) and the San Francisco Arts Commission (SFAC), managed by the Kearny Street Workshop, and in collaboration with the Chinatown Community Development Center and Chinese Culture Center, the program engages local artists in reinvigorating the neighborhood and commercial corridors that have been hard-hit by the economic downturn. It also provides artists, who have also been affected by the economy, with a unique opportunity to showcase their creativity in transforming vacant storefronts into free exhibition spaces and to garner public recognition for their work. To support the project and the neighborhood, occupied properties and business owners are also allowing art to be temporarily placed in their storefronts. 

The Art in Storefronts installations will occur this May 2010 with property coordination assistance being led by the Chinatown Community Development Center. The program will run through September 2010 and will launch with a media event and a special celebration. A website will be established with additional information and to provide information and recognition of the Chinatown properties and art projects.

Window & Site Cleaning: 

In order to provide a clean window and easy access for the art installation, the window and storefront will be cleaned at no cost to the property owner if required.  If your property requires preliminary cleaning, please agree that you will provide access as needed between April 15, 2010 and May 1, 2010. This will be coordinated by Kearny Street Workshop, project manager for the Art in Storefronts program.

The Artist will be presented with a clean, safe and accessible window by May 1, 2010. Keys to the space must be provided to the Artist, or access for the Artist and their designated installation crew must be scheduled by this time. 
Art Installation 

The art installation will be between May 1, 2010 and September 30, 2010. 

Between May 1 and June 11, 2010 the artists will need access to the storefront to install the artwork. 

The Artist and their designated installation crew listed will be granted keys or scheduled access to the inside of the property to install the window display starting on or around May 1 until June 11. The specific schedule of the installation will be provided to the property owner once the artist and artwork have been selected. The Property Owner or their authorized agent agrees to provide the Artist and their designated installation crew access to electricity and storage if available, likewise with mural locations.

The Property Owner or their authorized agent agrees to provide during agreed upon hours: electricity and electrical outlets, running water when required, access to bathrooms when required, and keys or regularly scheduled access for the Artist and their designated installation crew. If possible, the Property Owner or their authorized agent will provide a “save” space to store materials needed for the installation.

Once the artist and artwork has been selected, the project manager will finalize details on providing the necessary access for the artist. 

The project manager will provide the property owner with the name and contact information for the artist, once they have been selected, as well as the names and contact information of any installation or cleaning crew that will need access to the property. 

The property owner will allow the window to be temporarily covered with paper during the installation until the media launch event. In some instances, the artist may want the installation to be visible. This will be arranged between the project manager and the Property Owner/manager. 

The Property Owner or their authorized agent agrees to allow the artist to apply removable vinyl signage on the window describing the Artist, project, website link; Property Owner may opt to include his/her contact information. 
The Property Owner or their authorized agent agrees to allow the installation of the attached proposed sample art installation, understanding the actual installation may differ or build upon the description attached. 

Public Viewing Opening 

June 11, 2010
All public viewing will occur from the sidewalk, the public will not have the right to enter into the storefront space. 

The Property Owner agrees to provide unobstructed public viewing from the street, including the opportunity to open security gates for easier viewing. 

Public Viewing, Closure & De-installation of Art 

Art installations should remain installed for viewing by the public from the sidewalk through September 30, 2010, unless the storefront property is leased after the date this agreement is signed and the new lessee wants the artwork removed. 
The Artist and project manager will be responsible for the timely removal of the artwork and return the space to its original state upon completion of the project or as required by a new lessee. 

Insurance

1. Property Owner: The Property Owner will be provided with additional insurance during the full term of this Agreement from May 1, 2010 or the start date of the installation through de-installation on September 30, 2010 insurance in the following amounts and coverage: Commercial General Liability Insurance with limits not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) each occurrence. Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage, including Contractual Liability, Personal Injury, Products and Completed Operations. The Commercial General Liability Insurance will name as additional insured the City and County of San Francisco and its officers, agents and employees. 

2. Artist: The project manager, Kearny Street Workshop, will be additionally insured, providing General Liability Insurance Coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 each occurrence. Copies of these insurance policies can be provided.
